Below is the code for this assignment
def report_file4(file_name):
    'summarize content of file indicated by file_name'

    try:
        fd = open(file_name, 'r')
        for line in fd:
            line = line.strip()
            # print(line, end='')
            print(line)
        print('reached the end of the file')
        fd.close()
    except FileNotFoundError:
        print(f'{file_name} does not exist')

Here is an example of it running with a file:
report_file4('movies.txt')
1.	 99%	The Wizard of Oz (1939)	109
2.	 100%	Citizen Kane (1941)	73
